• Hillman logo Jacket 

• Hillman logo Faction Shirt (worn at carnivals and can 
be worn on Fridays) 

• Black shorts, pants, leggings or tracksuit pants 

• Plain black skirt or skort 
Hats: 

• Hillman logo reversible bucket hat. 

• Denim, imitation denim or coloured denim 

• Branded clothing 

• Hoodies. 

• Tights, bike shorts – unless worn under plain black 
skirt or skort 

• Thongs, gumboots, heeled sandals, reef sandals, 
Crocs and scuffs 

• Caps 

• Makeup 

• Nail polish, fake or acrylic nails 

• Jewellery - eg. necklaces, rings, bracelets, hooped 
earrings 

Footwear: 

• School shoes, sneakers, school sandals 
Jewellery/Makeup: 

• Only ear studs, sleepers and watches 
Hair: 

• Hair longer than shoulders must be tied up or
